Child and Family Plan Changes

The following changes to the Signature Child and Family Plan and associated documents will be included in the 2.930 release, scheduled for 11 Dec 08.

C&FP Tool Window - Needs Tab and Need Entry Tab

· The Desired Results field has been deleted, as this information is no longer required. 

· This field has also been removed from the Signature Child and Family Plan and the Signature Progress Summary.

· All Desired Results information will be deleted from SAFE, so workers may want to copy this information to another location.

· The Strengths field has been expanded and will now apply to all Needs.  Worker will no longer need a separate Strengths entry for each Need. 

·  All current Strengths entries have been combined into a single entry, which may require some editing.

· The Strengths field is editable from each Need, until the Need status is set to Resolved or Discontinued.

· The Need status of "Resolved/Discontinued" has been split into two separate values:  "Resolved" and "Discontinued"  

· All Needs are now editable until their status has been changed to “Resolved” or “Discontinued.”

· All Steps are now editable until their status has been changed to Discontinued or Completed.

· Steps entered on a Future status Need may now only have a status of “Not Started” or “Discontinued.”

· A Need Status Filter has been to the Needs Tab to allow workers to select which status’ of Needs that they would like to view.

Need Step Update window

· A "Target Date" is no longer required, but will print on the Signature Child and Family Plan if entered.  

Signature Child and Family Plan and Progress Summary Printouts

· The combined Strengths field will print on the Signature Child and Family Plan just after the Long Term View.  

· The Need Author, Date Initiated or Active Date will no longer show in the Signature Plan or Progress Summary.

· The "Children Need Applies To" and "Parent/Guardian Need Applies To" fields have been combined to print as "Person(s) Need Applies To"

· TPR information will only print on the Signature Child and Family Plan and Progress Summary when data has been entered, even if the SCF case has been open for more than 12 months. 

· When any TPR data is entered for a child the "Status of Parental Rights For," Child’s name and Parent’s name(s) will print with the entered data.  

· The Deceased Date will no longer print on the Signature Child and Family Plan or the Signature Progress Summary.

· The Step Status will no longer print on the Signature Child and Family Plan.

· Two new rows have been added for "Parent/Guardian Signature" grid.

· A new validation has been added for the finalization of a Signature Child and Family Plan to require entry in at least ONE of the following fields in the TPR Information view of the Permanency tab of a SCF case: Deceased, TPR Filed, TPR Final OR Reason for Not Filing TPR (WHEN A CHILD HAS BEEN IN FOSTER CARE FOR MORE THAN 15 MONTHS). 

· When “Team Members” are unchecked on the Print Options tab of the Signature Child and Family Plan the Steps for those Team Members are now excluded from the entire printed plan as well as from the Child and Family Plan Summary.
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
