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NCANDS – Perpetrator Relationship to Victim

The National Child Abuse and Neglect Data System (NCANDS) is a data collection and analysis system created in response to the requirements of the Child Abuse Prevention and Treatment Act.  One of the statistics that is tracked is the relationship of victims and perpetrators.  To facilitate the reporting of this information SAFE is adding a new field, Perp Rel toVictim.

Entering Perp Rel to Victim on a Referral

The Perp Rel to Victim is set on each allegation of the referral.  The relationships available are the same as those used for relationship to primary.  Perp Rel to Victim is not required to disposition a referral, but does need to be set before a CPS case can be closed.

If a relationship already exists, either because it was set on another allegation or the primary relationship was set on the person tab, this relationship will be transferred to all other allegations.  That way the worker doesn’t need to set the relationship more then once.
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Entering Perp Rel to Victim on a CPS Case

To enter a Perp Rel to Victim on a case the worker either double clicks on an allegation or clicks the allegation edit button.  This will bring up the Allegation Record window.  From there the worker can select a relationship from the dropdown.

As with a referral if a relationship already exists, either because it was set on another allegation or the primary relationship was set on the person tab, this relationship will be transferred to all other allegations.  That way the worker doesn’t need to set the relationship more then once.  

Note:  Changing the Perp Rel to Victim won’t change the relationships set on the person tab. 
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The relationship does need to be set before case closure, otherwise the worker will get a message pop up at closure indicating that the relationship has not been set.
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
